THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF CALEDON
BY-LAW NO. 95-16

Being a by-law to require the installation
of smoke alarms in dwelling units

WHEREAS paragraphs 44, 46 and 49 of section 210 of the Municipal Act (R.S.O.
1990, Chap. M.25) provide that councils of local municipalities may pass by-laws

(1)  for requiring buildings and yards to be put in a safe condition to guard
against fire or other dangerous risk or accident,

(2)  for authorizing appointed officers to enter at all reasonable times upon
property in order to ascertain whether the by-law is obeyed and to enforce
or carry into effect the by-law, and

(3) for making such other regulations for preventing fires and the spread of
fires as the Council considers necessary.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of The Corporation of the Town of Caledon
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

DEFINITIONS
% In this by-law,
"basement” means any storey below the first storey

"dwelling unit" means a suite of two or more habitable rooms, occupied by not
more than one family, in which sanitary conveniences are provided and in which
only one set of facilities are provided for cooking or for the installation of
cooking equipment, and with an independent entrance either directly from outside
the building or through a common corridor or vestibule inside the building

"inspector” includes a municipal by-law enforcement officer, a fire prevention
officer, a building inspector, the Fire Chief and the Chief Building Official for the
Town of Caledon

"occupant" means any person, firm or corporation residing in the dwelling unit

"owner" includes the registered owner and any person, firm or corporation
managing or receiving rent for the dwelling unit, whether on his own account or
as an agent, trustee or representative of the owner, or any other person who so
receives the rent is such dwelling unit is leased and includes an owner, occupier
or any person to whom rent is payable

"smoke alarm" means a battery or electrically powered combined smoke detection
device and audible alarm device that

(i)  is designed to sound an alarm within the room or suite in which it is
located where there is smoke within the room or suite,

(ii)  is equipped with an indicator which provides a readily visible or audible
indication that the device is in operating condition, and
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
