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How does a Show Fence Work?

1 Wind is forced to go around 2 suspended snow
lanc_l mm;gd the gnowﬁenoe. part(lldes outas
osing speed and energy. wind speed es,
6 o Snow forming drifts in front
fence of and behind the fence.
3 Very little snow reaches the
road, keeping lanes open

and increasing visibility.

Ideally the fence should be
set back from the shoulder a distance
35 times the height of the fence. Placing
the fence too close to the roadway can
make drifting problems worse.
